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Fighting Hunger by the Numbers
Upon the conclusion of another successful year in fighting hunger, we have compiled our statistics of how we serve Northeast Iowa.  Please refer to the below information when reporting on the most recent fiscal year (2010/2011)
Member Agency Distribution Program
· Provides food and grocery products to roughly 200 qualified nonprofit organizations in 16 Northeast Iowa counties.
· Last fiscal year, we distributed over 5.6 million pounds of product through this program.

Cedar Valley Food Pantry
· Provides food and grocery products to roughly 1,200 households, on a monthly basis, in Black Hawk County.
Kids Cafe 
· Through this program, more than 35,000 meals and snacks are served to children annually.

· Serves 5 Black Hawk County locations.
Elderly Nutrition Program
· Provides supplemental food boxes and weekend meal bags to 1,500 seniors on a monthly basis.
· Serves 13 Northeast Iowa counties.
BackPack Program
· Each month, backpacks are distributed to over 2,800 children.
· Works in collaboration with schools in 11 counties.
· Delivers backpacks to 77 different sites.

Mobile Food Pantry
· Serves an average of nearly 100 households at each site.
· Serves an average of 250 individuals at each site.

· Provides, on average, between 3,000 and 4,000 pounds of nutritious food at each site.
Who We Serve
· We serve 16 counties in Northeast Iowa.
· We serve registered 501© 3 nonprofit agencies.
· We serve individuals and households based on 185% of poverty.
Volunteers
· Last fiscal year, over 41,000 volunteer hours were donated to the Northeast Iowa Food Bank.
· Without volunteers, an estimated 19 additional staff people would be needed, which would drastically increase our operating budget.

General Food Bank Statistics

· It is estimated that, through all of our programs, we are serving at least 40,000 different people annually.  
· Nearly 40% of those served are children.

· Almost 10% of those served are seniors.
· 1 in 8 individuals in Iowa struggles with hunger.

· 1 in 6 children in Iowa are food insecure.
